Retirement Wor kshop Attended

On Monday, October 15, over 60 members of the school district
attended the workshop sponsored by the Warren County Education

A ssociation at the Holiday 1nn.

Jane Cahill, NJEA'’ s retirement consultant, provided information on
the various plans for retirement and an update on the new denominator
for computing retirement. The change in the denominator means over a
nine percent increase in the pension.

Cahill went over the various plans that are open to retirees and the
pros and cons of them. She also provided information on the medical
benefits that retirees are entitled to.

One of the major changes is the “ pop up” option which allows the
retiree’ s pension to revert to one hundred percent upon the death of the
dependent spouse. This was not an option in the past and the cost for it
isminimal. Previously, whatever option that was chosen, the person was
locked into for the entire pension.

Overall, it was an excellent and val uabl e presentation by Jane Cahill.
